	Cities are expanding and so are problems of congestion, longer commute times, and emissions. Traditionally we have relied on government to solve these problems. However, the urban mobility sector is undergoing a fundamental transformation with entrepreneurs recognizing the business opportunity in addressing people’s demand for better mobility. Companies like Ola, Uber, Zoomcar, Ridlr are all great examples. There is a clear need to understand the impact of these emerging models in order to inform and support regulatory reform.

The Urban Innovation program is working to track and study 4 emerging new mobility trends: shared mobility, commuter experience, product innovation, and data driver analytics which you can read about here http://wricitieshub.org/presentations/new-mobility-trends.

We are working to bring elements of the enabling ecosystem together around these four trends including investment, business support, and regulatory reform. The aim is to support new mobility models that improve access for all while having a positive environmental, social, and economic impact.

Responsibilities



We are initiating a study to measure the impact of new mobility models in the NCR region. Over the last year, new models such as bus aggregators and motorbike taxis have grown rapidly. Our study will look to create a baseline analysis to understand how people make their transport decisions in the absence of such models, and what changes when these new models are introduced.
